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The true power of the automobile was unleashed only after streets were paved, lanes
marked, traffic lights installed, pedestrians confined to sidewalks and horse-drawn traffic
curtailed. No longer limited by the slow gait of horses, the new self-powered vehicles
fueled the rise of the suburbs, revolutionized the shipment of freight and increased
personal freedom. They also created whole new industries and millions of jobs. The same
will be true of self-driving cars, whose transformative potential is no less spectacular. But
two things have to happen first: We must separate automated vehicles from those driven
by humans, and on those new thoroughfares, every vehicle and traffic-control system

must be equipped with a transponder, for sending and receiving navigational information.
